 My last computer article gave information on 
open source programs available for free downloads.  One 
program mentioned is compatible with Microsoft Office 
(Word, Excel, etc.).  In case you missed the article, you 
can get information and the free download at 
www.openoffice.org. 
 In this article I am suggesting some websites for 
you to consider.  These sites contain free games that are 
educational. 
 One site that I found to be impressive for math 
practice is www.hoodamath.com.  This site provides a 
variety of games, tutorials, and worksheets for all 
ages.  It provides practice in basic math skills (addition, 
subtraction, multiplication, and division), algebra, ge-
ometry, data analysis and probability, and logic.  In the 
tutorial section, students can review whole numbers, 
decimals, fractions, ratio and proportion, percentages, 
order of operations, algebra, and geometry. 
 One logic game I found that first graders as well 
as older students enjoyed is called “Red Remover.”  The 
goal is to remove red shapes without letting any green 
shapes fall off the screen.  As one level is completed, a 
next level is available.  The first three levels actually 
teach you how to play the game.  One of the nice features 
of the game is that if a mistake at a level is made, the stu-
dent is able to attempt that level again without having to 
start from the beginning.  If a level is particularly chal-
lenging, the game provides a “video walkthrough.”   
 The online games section at the Fisher Price site, 
www.fisher-price.com, has a great variety of educational 
games for preschool and kindergarten students. A phon-
ics learning game, memory games, and an asteroid game 
for hand-eye coordination are just a few of the many 
worthwhile games available. 
 The site “Arcademic” Skill Builders, 
www.arcademicskillbuilders.com, is one of my favorite 
sites for educational games.  It is where education and 
arcade games meet.  It has wonderful math and language 
arts games.  The Jetski Addition game allows students to 
race against the computer or other students.  Private 
games could be set up so that friends can race to-
gether.  Students can also race in public games.  These 
games are “kid-safe” as no personal information is taken, 
and there is no way to further contact a challenger.  
 Students in grades 7 and 8 are beginning to learn 
about programming.  Microsoft provides a free download 
of Visual Basic Express Edition for students to learn to 
program in Visual Basic.  The first program students cre-
ated was a simple one to make an Internet 
browser.  More information about the program can be 
found at Microsoft’s website, www.microsoft.com, or 
just google “visual basic express.”
